directions. At the point where the two pod-sent birds
met, Zeuy threw down a staon that landed in Deiphl. The

amphalos heid an important place I dhviratian ac the
aracke. W lewrn from the ancient sources rthat the

wicrnd tripod, prophetic laured and omphalos were in the
adyton of the Temple of Apallo, where the Pytha
pronaunced her oracles. And beneath the omphalos was
the tomb of Python, son of the first prophetess Gala, or
thae of Dionysus, the sanctuary's second smportant god,
The omphalos was covered with a woolen net with
arcached bands of wool, called the agrenon (oyprvov).
According to the 2nd ¢ AD. traveler Pausanas, at the
points where the bands were tled, between them wers
precious stones carved in the shape of gorgons, while
two golden eagles were affixed to its rop. The stone
