Pit-Dwelling (Reconstruction)
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This is a reconstruction of a‘S“OOO-year-old Middle Jomon Period pit-dwelling discoverd
during excavation work in 1996-1998, for a road to be constructed along the eastern side of
the site. The pit is about 3 meters in diameter, round, and with a stone-enclosed hearth
(a place where fires were burnt) in the center of the floor. There were 5 postholes arranged
in a fashion as if surrounding the hearth. This pit-dwelling is relatively small compared to
those found at the Middle Jomon Kassaka site and the many other Middle Jomon sites in

Sagamihara City.
